CDC′s Mission is "to promote health and quality of life by preventing and controlling disease, injury, and disability."

CDC seeks to accomplish its mission by working with partners throughout the nation and the world to

· monitor health,

· detect and investigate health problems,

· conduct research to enhance prevention,

· develop and advocate sound public health policies,

· implement prevention strategies,

· promote healthy behaviors,

· foster safe and healthful environments, and
· provide leadership and training.

CDC’s three words they link themselves with: Accountability, Respect, Integrity

They have National Centers: 
· Environmental Health and Injury Prevention

· Global Health

· Health Promotion

· Infectious Diseases

· Public Health Information, Health Marketing, and Health Statistics

· Terrorism Preparedness & Emergency Response

· Workplace Health and Safety

CDC Entertainment Education Program works with Hollywood, Health and Science at Southern California’s Norman Lear Center and consults with writers whose scripts are about health storylines and information. CDC works with shows like ER, Grey’s Anatomy, and Girlfriends because 88% of Americans watch prime time television shows at least a few times a month, in a 2000 study. People that watch these shows are more aware of health issues and concepts than those who do not watch the shows and the consults take much less money than a public service announcement would during prime time television. 
Zika Virus (mosquito-borne) was identified by CDC’s disease investigators at the Arbovirus Diagnostic Laboratory which was infecting people on the Yap Islands of Micronesia. At the time of the report (June 2007) 73 cases, all outpatient, had been reported. Clinic studies are being done with an epidemiologic investigation. Serosurveys, blood serum tests, suggests that there have been other cases in Africa and Southeast Asia even though medical records report this is extremely rare.  

Considers itself action oriented. 
There is a number of agencies within the CDC that work on Infectious Disease Surveillance. The types of diseases that they study range from antimicrobial resistance to Hemophilia to Gonococcus. The organizations work on border borne, food borne, and water borne diseases. They also work on measles and respiratory viruses. These networks are surveillance based though and work to identify and understand trends that may help to diminish the prevalence of or eradicate these diseases through faster care through quicker diagnoses or better medication.
EMERGEncy ID NET: department-based network for research on emerging infectious diseases. Based in 11 university affiliated urban hospital ERs with over 900,000 patient visits/year. This group is working towards a means to rapidly respond to new epidemics. The more diseases and cases they can work through and process the more educated and able to respond they’ll be. 
Bioterrorism and the CDC

Terrorists may use biological agents because they can be extremely difficult to detect and do not cause illness for several hours to several days. Some bioterrorism agents, like the smallpox virus, can be spread from person to person and some, like anthrax, can not.
Three Categories of agents: A (highest risk), B, and C (least). 

Laboratory Response Network (LRN): 

· Anthrax of 2001, tested and confirmed man exposed to Anthrax and helped to locate the location of infection and preformed subsequent bio-analyses. 

· Developed a H5N1 assay and reagent kit with FDA, CDC, and LRN affiliated labs.
· BioWatch: environmental surveillance by Homeland Security, air filters of undisclosed cities are tested using PCR technology at least daily by LRN. 

· Sequenced coronavirus, believed to be responsible for SARS, developed PCR assays for identifying the virus and reagents to support SARS PCR.
