Guidelines for Supervisors

The Student Deed Poll (“the Deed”) is an important document that sets out special terms and conditions that apply to students of the University who engage in an activity in accordance with Rule 7(2) of the University of Sydney (Intellectual Property) Rule 2002 (refer http://www.usyd.edu.au/senate/policies/Intellectual_Property_Rule.pdf) (“the IP Rule”).  You should also consider the requirements of the University’s Code of Conduct for Responsible Research Practice, including your obligations as a research supervisor (refer http://www.usyd.edu.au/ab/policies/Rsch_Code_Conduct.pdf).
